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Analysis of world political thought and the experience gained shows that the salvation of mankind consists in the Great Social Synthesis efforts made by self transformed statehood and self organized civil society. Civil and public organization is not an alternative to statehood. It is a missing parity, complementary component of a complete system of organization of society at national and international levels.                                                                                 


Great Social Synthesis of various organizations relations is the tendency and the method of a society new life. The main thing that the concept of the Great Social Synthesis affirms is that the society lives in the period of natural transition to social and etatic mutual governing, to public and state ability to rely on each other. 


Great Social Synthesis is the union of opportunities between public integrated and state hierarchical regulations. 


In accordance with the concept of the Great Social Synthesis the unity of a society is achieved through the interaction on the general programs of cooperation. National, public requirements encourage the involvement of all the resources of the people, united and synthesized by national development programs and plans. They wait for crucial coordinated efforts of the Civil society (Society, Church) and State. Future statehood is able to function only when there is a harmony and collaboration with organized, active civil society. This is the essence of the Great Social Synthesis concept. 


As the world community is developing, nongovernmental organizations are growing in each country and all over  the world represent an essential foundation for the formation of national order of development, attraction of additional resources for this and stabilization of life. The tasks of the Great Social Synthesis were caused by the state and civil society legalization of all the people belonging to cultural, spiritual, material and financial resources as significant sources of internal social investments. 
 

The concept of the Great Social Synthesis started to be applied to international relations. The initiative of the Universal Life Keeping Academy, the International Academy of Ecological Reconstruction, International Environment Facility, International charities and various other national and international public associations was to establish the public organization which was called “Non-governmental United Nations Organization” – “NGUNO”. 


NGUNO was established in Moscow on July 29, 1999 on ethnic non-governmental, public basis  as international methodological and practical center for regular preparation of: 
- methodological, organizational and technological foundations of a confident, stable and predictable social, spiritual, cultural and economic development of nations; 
- non- governmental orders for executive social networks on national and international development programs; 
 - conditions for establishment and operation of cultural, spiritual, informational, financial and material ensuring systems and support joint activities of public and government agencies to implement national and international development programs. 
It is important that NGUNO was created as a support but not as an opposition to governments or to existing intergovernmental UN and international interfaith organizations (e.g., the United Religions). 
The main principles of construction and work of NGUNO are: 
1. Equality to use all opportunities and to fulfill all obligations of the Organization. 
2. Mutual estimation between members of the Organization, regardless of their potential or degree of participation in the Organization programs. 
3. Responsibility for the undistorted and complete picture of needs of saving, life and development of Personality - Group - People in every part of the planet to the world's attention. 
4. Fairness in social relations based on the transition from use of hierarchical structural links to the wider development of a network of social structuring. 
5. Mutual assistance and reasonable solidarity of the Organization Members, the desire to improve the situation and the potential of everybody in the Organization system of relations. 
6. Openness to participate both for activities of individual members, and the Organization as a whole. 
7. Non-interference in the affairs of States, if not invited to participate in the relevant interests of the world community, regions or individual countries. 
8. Honesty and thoroughness in fulfilling its commitments under the Charter of NGUNO to ensure all Members of the Organization with the rights and benefits resulting from membership in the Organization.    
9. The system in the preparation and implementation of concrete national and international development programs through the Committee on activities that can create or invite special executive agencies around the world for this purpose. 

Russia Assembly of NGUNO is its national Organization in Russia. Representative offices of NGUNO, as well as authorized member organizations of NGUNO are established in Russia. For example, conferences of Public Regional Organizations have become permanent public organizations which are corporate members of NGUNO. 
The work on the establishment of the National NGUNO Assemblies in different countries, links with the previously established interregional and international public Assemblies is under way.
